The town board transferred $50K into the Capital Improvement Fund and that will help for grants. The donations received are over $5K and the committee has over $1K in their bank. They have not received good response from politicians. They are working on community awareness for the town hall as they will be attending the Nashwauk Home Show. They are looking into a USDA loan for what they cannot raise. The building plans are being worked on as they have met with an architect and are working on preliminary plans. They hope to have report back from architect in one month. They are considering doing a ‘barn’ look for the building. They have been working with Essar as they have offered engineering assistance. Getting $10K would be a good goal to show community support for the new hall, which helps with grants. 
A request from the Itasca County Historical Society ($1/citizen) was denied due to a lack of motion.
