A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held regarding Mt. Itasca ski hill. Catherine McLynn made a presentation regarding Mt. Itasca’s services and its request for sustained funding. She said they will be asking the Greenway Recreation board, Itasca County and the City of Grand Rapids for $10,000 each for operating costs. The presentation noted how many local people are participating in their activities and all the new services offered that will draw more people. No action taken.
2. Mr. Pat Coughlin gave an update about the Greenway Recreation Board. He talked about the summer programs and the infrastructure repair plans. He talked about the baseball fields and how the City of Bovey got some grant money to put towards new fields. No action taken. 
3. No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

1. A discussion was held regarding the summer LCMIT short course and what was on the agenda. 
*A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to allow any board member to attend the short course. Motion carried unanimously.
2. A discussion was held regarding the fire contract with the City of Nashwauk fire contract. The City of Nashwauk is going to be purchasing a new truck in the near future therefore this might affect the price of the contract in the future. 
*A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to pay the fire contract amount of $17,923.63. Motion carried unanimously.
